 Arriving by car: make sure that you have chains or snow tyres; the police may make them obligatory for going up 
to the resort. There are special areas for putting on chains all the way along the road up the Vallée des Belleville. 
  
Advice 
 

: Buy chains or snow tyres before coming rather than having to cope with a difficult situation once here  !!  

 Arriving by plane or train, don’t forget to book your return bus transfers to and from the resort.  
( ://www.lesmenuires.com/pages_en/prepare-your-holiday/transport.  ). And don’t forget to confirm your 
return journey once you are here, at least 48h in advance at the Les Menuires bus station.  
 
 Find out where you are on the resort map; Where you collect your keys and where you are staying are not 
necessarily in the same quarter. ( ://www.lesmenuires.com/pages_en/resort/resort-map.  ) 
  
 Book your ski passes, ( ://www.skipass-lesmenuires.com/catalog/ ) ski lessons and childcare 
( ://www.esf-lesmenuires.com/ski-school-menuires/ ) in advance on the internet or by telephone.   
 
 Don’t forget that you will need certain paperwork to benefit from reductions: proof of family connections for 
the ski lifts, medical certificate for the crèche … But you no longer need a photo thanks to the Hands Free ski pass !!  
(Except for free ski passes : children – 5 yrs old and adults 75 yrs old and over).

 If you are early and your accommodation is not yet ready   
Make the best of your time by getting to know your resort: the Tourist Offices (in the La 
Croisette, Les Bruyères and Reberty 1850 quarters) have lots of useful information for your 
holiday : a booklet about the resort (Bienvenue), the entertainment program, pedestrian path map 
….  

 
You could also pick up your ski equipment, collect your ski passes from the ski pass ticket offices situated 
throughout the resort, or book your ski lessons (if you haven’t already done so).  
 
You could also discover the Sports Centre and its Aqua-club ; a  left luggage facility is also available (at 
the entrance to resort, opposite the bus station, open from  8h to 20h on Saturdays). 
 
Or just simply admire the view from the terrace of a café or discover the local specialities in a restaurant ….   
  
 Once you have collected the keys to your accommodation: drop off points are available in each 
quarter.  A welcome team, recognisable by their “fluorescent” jackets, as well as the local police will be around 
to welcome you and help you drive around the resort – please follow their advice.  
 
 If you arrive late on Saturday evening: the Les Menuires Point I will be open (Think about informing us 
if you are going to arrive late : Tel : 33.4.79.00.69.04) to  point you in the right direction.
